a) Monmouthshire Housing Association – Oakley Way Development

The Mayor welcomed K. Tarbox and L. Way, Monmouthshire Housing Association.

Monmouthshire Housing Association (MHA) updated Town Council on plans for the refurbishment of Oakley Way.     The formal pre-planning consultant stage would commence and provide an opportunity for consultation.  The plan consisted of demolishing existing 36 flats and these would be replaced with 38 general need housing properties. 

Meetings had been held with Sandy Lane residents, plans were presented and detail of development was provided.

During debate the following points were noted: 

· A query was raised regarding whether a one-way system was planned for the development.  Officers responded that roads would be developed in conjunction with the Highways authority. 

· Concerns of residents would be addressed at the formal pre-application consultation.

· Parking for the new development would be allocated as one space per bedroom, per property (e.g. 1 bed property equates 1 parking space, 3 bed property equates 3 parking spaces) 

· Further information was required regarding ongoing programme of works, particularly in relation to garages and parking spaces.  Officers confirmed that this information would be provided. 

Comments regarding the development could be submitted through the pre-application consultation process, which would be managed by LRM Planning.

The Mayor thanked the Monmouthshire Housing Association officers for attending. 

b) Mon CC, Sport and Leisure – potential Weekly Park Run

The Mayor welcomed N. John, Sport & Leisure Officer and L. James, Development Officer to the meeting.

Town Council were updated regarding a proposed initiative for a potential weekly park run, which was anticipated to operate between Rogiet and Caldicot, at 9am every Saturday.  

The Sports Development unit supported a core of 12 individual residents in the set up and the application for Park Run was being progressed.  The park run would be held on a restricted by-way, the proposed route would be between Caldicot Halt and Rogiet Country Park. 
There would not be funding required and no cost to those taking part, however, volunteer assistance to run the event would be essential and welcomed.  The event would be managed by Marshalls, to ensure health and safety for those involved.
Organisers were urged to clarify the status of the by-way, as concerns were expressed regarding vehicles using the route.  

Town Council welcomed the initiative and thanked officers for attending the meeting.

Cllr Ashwin proposed ‘to ask Monmouthshire County Council to provide a safe route between Caldicot and Caerwent.  This would benefit walkers, as there would be a route to safely navigate between Caldicot and Caerwent.’

Cllr A Easson – Cas Troggy (Hall Park) play area

Cllr Easson proposed that, ‘Mon CC bring forward investment to Cas Troggy park, by viring money expected from possible future development of the White Hart site.  This was one of the reasons given at Cabinet for diverting the money to the ATP pitch, because this was a future source of section 106 money that would be earmarked for refurbishment at Cas Troggy Park.

Cllr M Stevens, proposed that, as members had insufficient time to consider information, the issue was deferred to a later meeting.  This was duly seconded. 

Cllr Easson, proposed that the Town Council supported Caldicot AFC, as they would have to go through relevant planning procedures. 

Cllr M Stevens withdrew the proposal. 

The Clerk advised Town Council that the football pitch abutted a public footpath and that Fields In Trust, whilst supporting the idea in principle, would have to approve the project.  The KGVPF Users meeting, urged Caldicot Town AFC to obtain relevant advice regarding Planning processes. 

Caldicot Town Council resolved that, in principle, the Town Council were supportive of a stand being erected on the Football Pitch.  However, this was subject to advice from the Planning Authority, guidance regarding public footpaths and permission from Fields in Trust.
