Apologies 
Apologies were received from Cllrs D Ashwin, J Harvey, RJ Higginson, M Stevens, R Stewart, S Webb.

Cllr D Evans declared a personal interest as a member of Monmouthshire County Council Planning Committee.

3       Suspend Proceedings
The Mayor welcomed M. Richardson, Mon CC Environmental Health.  Environmental Health had been invited to attend the meeting in order to provide an update regarding pigeons within Caldicot Town Centre. 

A number of actions had been undertaken, which included Mon CC Highways agreed for 2 metal signs ‘Do Not Feed the Pigeons’ to be installed in the Town Centre.  Members and the public were encouraged to report any instances to Monmouthshire County Council.    

An individual had been reported for feeding the pigeons and this had been progressed in writing.  Local authority consensus was that for formal action there would need to be evidence of defacement.  Significant amounts of food left by individuals, could amount to action being taken in respect of littering.  

Processes would commence with officers approaching individuals, warnings would be issued and followed up in writing.  Community protection orders could be issued, where there was an impact on businesses and general amenity of the area. 

There were companies available who offered pest control solutions and one company had offered a trial.  The local authority would not have the capacity for a by-law to be enforced and there was not a by law in place for this situation.          

Monmouthshire County Council would not have a budget for this particular pest control, therefore, there would be a possibility of contributions being required from Town Council and local businesses. 

It was resolved that Environmental Health would contact a pest control company, in order to obtain details regarding processes and costs.  The information would be passed to Caldicot Town Council for consideration.
