To respond to Mon CC as consultee: Individual Cabinet Member decision 26th July 2017 - ‘Caldicot Town Team Funding - Enhancement of Pedestrian Area, Newport Road, Caldicot’
A discussion ensued regarding Mon CC Individual Cabinet Member decision 26th July 2017 - ‘Caldicot Town Team Funding - Enhancement of Pedestrian Area, Newport Road, Caldicot’ 

The purpose of the report was to, seek approval to release £30,000 of s.106 funding received from Asda to Caldicot Town Team for the purposes of an infrastructure improvement scheme; the scheme will be undertaken by Caldicot Town Team on behalf of Monmouthshire County Council and in consultation with Caldicot Town Council.

The report recommended that, £30,000 is allocated to Caldicot Town Team from the ‘Town Centre Partnership’ s.106 fund to enable the implementation of works in the pedestrian area of Newport Road, Caldicot; the works be commissioned by Caldicot Town Team but all works to be undertaken under the supervision of MCC and to standards set by MCC; and the Town Team undertake the management and maintenance of the newly installed seating and planters and that this arrangement be reviewed by MCC annually thereafter.

Caldicot Town Council had been invited to comment on the report as consultees, during discussion the following points were noted: 
· Aware that there were 2 Cabinet Member decisions for 26th July, both relating to development of Caldicot Town Centre.

· Not consulted on the individual decision for ‘Allocation of funding to Develop a Town Centre Regeneration Plan, Caldicot’.  

· Recognised that all issues had been discussed with Caldicot County Councillors, through meetings with officers.

· Two separate reports/decisions were being made and both relating to regeneration of Caldicot and Town Centre.

· There was some confusion regarding timing of decisions, that planters/seating would be implemented, prior to acquiring specialist to discuss design options.  

· Supportive of developments for Town Centre, requirement to know what works would be undertaken and breakdown of where funds would be allocated. 
· Concern that emergency services not consulted regarding access to Town Centre (‘Town Team Funding - Enhancement of Pedestrian Area’), in relation to locations and settings of planters/seating.
· Welcome involvement in discussions with design specialist. 
· Town Team Funding should be deferred, until Town Centre Regeneration plan in place.  Acquisition of specialist should be first. 
· Involvement of Town Council in discussion with designer.
Town Council resolved to, support town centre improvements, commencing with acquisition of specialist support to develop a town centre regeneration plan.  Town Council to be consulted and involved.  Decision for Town Team funding to be put on hold.  

Town Council requested that these observations were conveyed to the Cabinet Member, via officers.

Detailed briefing note on s.106 process and development in Caldicot
 


The Mayor confirmed that the s.106 briefing note had been received as late correspondence.  Town Council agreed to receive the note, as circulated at the meeting.


The briefing note provided information on the s.106 process and detailed how funding had been allocated to Caldicot: 

· Caldicot Asda Development s.106 agreement, contribution from the developer amounted to £740,000 broken down:

· £200,000 - Public realm contribution (linkage)

· £15,000 – Public Transport Infrastructure contribution

· £225,000 – Town centre partnership contribution

· £50,000 – Local walking and cycling contribution

· £50,000 – Local bus enhancement contribution 

Funding must be spent or allocated by July 2019.

· Town Council were provided with an opportunity to comment on a Mon CC proposal to install new seating and planters within the town, prior to an individual cabinet member decision being made. 

· In addition, a separate cabinet member decision to enable £30,000, from Newport road improvements and local walking and cycling, to be used to acquire specialist support to develop a town centre regeneration plan.  

· Actual Spend as at end June 2017: 

· £200,000 - Public realm contribution

· £85,304 – Town Centre partnership contribution

· £30,000 – Newport road improvements (to linkage)

· £50,000 – Local bus has been drawn down to support 74 bus services from June 2016-2019 – to be spent over this period) 


During discussion the following points were noted: 

· A member welcomed investment for developments on walking and cycling.

· Further explanation was required from Mon CC officers, in relation to bidding for funds, allocation of funds and involvement of community interest companies.

· Council agreed that relevant Mon CC officers should be invited to attend Planning & Resources Committee meeting. 

· Further information was requested from Welsh Government regarding Town Team proposals across Wales. 

· Council recognised that funding had to be spent by 2019, however, there did not appear to be proposals within the briefing note which met the timeline.

Town Council agreed to contact Welsh Government regarding proposals for Town Teams/Community Interest Companies across Wales. 

Town Council resolved that Mon CC officers would be invited to Planning and Resources committee to explain, in further detail, s.106 funding in Caldicot.

A discussion about the benefits of having twinned towns ensued and a draft letter, prepared by the Mayor, was included on the agenda.

Members Items of  Business

a) Cllr R Garrick – Short notice of road closure for concert at Caldicot Castle.
Cllr Garrick proposed to “request that a full contingency plan for future concerts of this size is produced by MCC to prevent disruption of residents and enable further events”.   Cllr Garrick had visited residents with the Deputy Mayor, some residents had felt that they had been disrupted, due to the short notice of road closures.  
Council recognised that road closures would cause disruption for a small number of residents, however, welcomed large events of this nature to Caldicot. 

Council agreed to invite Mon CC officers to the next Town Council meeting, in order to ensure that a contingency plan is in place for future events.

b) Cllr R Garrick – Theft from graves at cemetery [Copy of burial and memorial request forms attached for information] 

Cllr Garrick proposed that “council requests support from community policing team to prevent theft and vandalism”

It was suggested that support was requested from community policing to help prevent future issues and to reassure the community.

Town Council noted the burial forms that had been included on the agenda and agreed that, as a lawned cemetery, there were regulations and restrictions in place regarding ornaments outside the confines of the memorial. 
The Deputy Clerk clarified that the office had received no reports of missing/stolen items.   

Town Council sympathised with issues that had been raised and recognised the highly sensitive nature. 
c) Cllr M Stevens – ‘Cold Callers’ or unwanted callers

Cllr Stevens proposed to link with Police Authority to set up more ‘No Cold Calling Zones’.  The desired outcome was so that residents can feel safer, displayed signs would be attached to areas in the vicinity.  Contact ‘Age Cymru’ for more advice.
Town Council agreed that guidance would be requested from Age Cymru, regarding keeping elderly safe.

d) Cllr M Stevens – Bus Shelters [MCC update 18.7.17, shelter to be installed within 14 days – Est £1630 + VAT]

Cllr M Stevens proposed that the expected bus shelter, Green Lane, was installed asap and that the Cross bus shelter was cleaned and painted by Mon CC, with appropriate timetables displayed.

The Mayor confirmed that the bus shelter at Green Lane was due to be installed.

Town Council agreed that Mon CC would be contacted regarding the Cross bus shelter.  
e) Cllr F Rowberry – Smoking in Children’s Play Parks/Areas

Cllr Rowberry stated that smoking in children’s play areas was detrimental to the health of children and asked that Caldicot Town Council and Mon CC erect ‘No Smoking’ signs in all play areas in our area.
Council agreed that No Smoking signs be installed at the KGVPF Play area and that Mon CC would be advised, as a suggestion for their own play areas.
