Suspend proceedings


a) S106 Caldicot Developments – J Langdon, Mon CC


Town Council welcomed J. Langdon, Mon CC.  Town Council had invited Mon CC officers to attend and further information regarding s.106 in Caldicot was provided. 
· Caldicot Asda Development s.106 agreement, contribution from the developer amounted to £740,000 broken down:

· £200,000 - Public realm contribution (linkage)

· £15,000 – Public Transport Infrastructure contribution

· £225,000 – Town centre partnership contribution

· £50,000 – Local walking and cycling contribution

· £50,000 – Local bus enhancement contribution 

Funding must be spent or allocated by July 2019.

· Town Council were provided with an opportunity to comment on a Mon CC proposal to install new seating and planters within the town, prior to an individual cabinet member decision being made. 
· In addition, a separate cabinet member decision to enable £30,000, from Newport road improvements and local walking and cycling, to be used to acquire specialist support to develop a town centre regeneration plan.  

During discussion the following points were noted: 
· Caldicot Town Council requested clarification on where monies had been spent and what value for money had been achieved for the town. 

· Actual Spend as at end June 2017: 

· £200,000 - Public realm contribution

· £85,304 – Town Centre partnership contribution

· £30,000 – Newport road improvements (to linkage)

· £50,000 – Local bus has been drawn down to support 74 bus services from June 2016-2019 – to be spent over this period) 

· Town Council felt that it was imperative that remaining funds were spent appropriately and that the design consultant would assist with this process. 
· In response to a query regarding £30,000 being used for consultancy (from Newport Road and Walking Cycling).  Officers advised that the pots of money would be merged temporarily in order to offer opportunity to acquire larger amounts of match funding.

· The tenders had been advertised for the consultant, copies could be provided to members. 

· In addition, Town Council recognised that a separate consultant had been appointed, in order to develop partnership working amongst groups within the town.  Town Council would be meeting with the consultant, this had been arranged for Thursday 10th August at 10am. 

· Town Council highlighted that small successful projects had been undertaken within the Town Centre, however, a larger ‘big project’ was required.

· A consultant had been appointed by Mon CC, as there was limited resource and expertise available amongst County Council staff.

· Caldicot Town Council reinforced the need for involvement during discussions relating to Caldicot developments.  There was a need for improved communication and relationships.   The officer confirmed that this would be the case. 

· A member highlighted that s106 policies and procedures were not available on the Mon CC Website.

Caldicot Town Council expressed concerns regarding the process of decisions.  Members felt that a design consultant should be appointed before planters and seating was changed within the town.  Town Council considered more prudent spend of s.106 money to obtain a full design brief, prior to any works being undertaken. 


Feedback points were summarised: 
· A coherent, joined-up approach to the regeneration of the town centre is needed;

· there needs to be a clear plan for the spending of s.106 monies and for the regeneration of the town centre more generally in order that the best possible value is derived from the resource that is available;

· the Town Council recognised that dedicated project management expertise was being procured in order to progress the existing vision and to take it to the point of being a deliverable, costed plan;

· in light of the fact that this expertise was being sought, Town Council felt it more prudent to wait until a full town centre plan had been completed before making any further changes to the town centre and were concerned that any new benches and planters might have to be removed at a later point.


In summary, the general consensus was that Caldicot Town Council preferred to delay the platers and benches project until a designer/project manager was appointed.  Views would be conveyed to the Cabinet Member.

The Mayor thanked the officer for attending.


The Mayor confirmed that a meeting would be held with Chris Jones Regeneration, 10.00 am on Thursday, 10th August 2017 at Town Council Building, the purpose to gather information for consultant to undertake a review of partnership working across Caldicot town.
