Cllr O Edwards, Deputy Mayor, outlined his item of business in relation to establishing a Youth Council in Caldicot to work alongside Town Council.  Members were in support of his proposal. A discussion ensued regarding the prospective age range of membership within ages 11 years to 26 years and it was suggested that more information be obtained from the Youth Service in this regard.

· Town Council thanked for permitting storage in the compound

· Looking to fundraise for additional bins/cigarette disposal units

· Gum removal to take place at later date

· Dominos looking to open in future

· Empty Bidmead Cooke property hoping to be used as ‘pop up shop’

· Ref:  London & Cambridge application for Change of Use – requires DDP compliance if requested

· Easter market 31.3.18 – 20+ stalls – approx.. 200 families
· Annual 999 Day Sunday, 19.8.18 at Caldicot Castle
· Family fun day 3.8.18 – Town Council thanked for supporting 
· July & September 2018 – 2 food festivals

· Hogging the Bridge event 2018 would not take place at Caldicot Castle – MCC considered this an unsuitable venue due to soft grass making entrance “boggy”– not considered the right setting, although Mon CC supported the event – traffic management costs
· 60+ e-mails had been sent out, following 2017 event, unfortunately, not all e-mails received, including e-mail to Town Council.  Leader MCC not formally invited.
· Looking for alternative sites eg Broome’s, Caerwent Army Base – decision on venue in near future.  Mitel site too small for event.

· Monies raised would be given to charity, with amount being given eg for catering
· Looking at weekend event – approx. 6,000 attended 2017 

· Route would be as last year - looking to add 6 miles to route to avoid congestion
