Minutes of Health and Safety Committee held at 9.30 am on Tuesday 12th February 2019 at Caldicot Town Council

1. Apologies
Apologies for absence received from Cllrs RJ Higginson and J Williams. 
2. Declarations of Interest
There were no declarations of interest. 
3. To meet with City Illuminations – Health and Safety update following Christmas Lighting 2018

Health and Safety Committee welcomed City Illuminations representatives.  Discussions were held regarding the Christmas Light switch on 2018, supply and install.  
Points were raised by the committee as follows:  
· Design and style of column/wall lights complimented 

· Silver/gold colour scheme positively received

· Light switch on occurred at different times

· Zig zag lighting not supplied/installed by Town Council, colour scheme did not correspond with wall/column lights

· 2019 Christmas Lights - Town Council intended to hire zig zag icicle lights

· Committee suggested possibility of lights illuminating at the same time for 2019 switch on event.

· Preferred traditional style of tree lighting (i.e. not vertical strands)

· Consideration of Town Centre regeneration on future Christmas light events

In response, representatives of City Illuminations highlighted points as follows: 

· Supplier highlighted issues regarding electrical circuits within lampposts adhering to standards

· Various switch points result in lights illuminating at different times  

· Lampposts required inspection and work undertaken, as necessary
· Supply of zig zag lights could be included in quotation for hire of lights

· Requirement for anchor points to be checked/replaced by installer

· Permission required to drill into buildings to replace anchor points

Health and Safety Committee raised significant concerns regarding the electrical circuits within the lampposts.  It was recognised that the Town Centre, street furniture including lampposts were managed by Mon CC and connections should meet required standards. 

The Deputy Clerk reminded the committee that 3 year contract for supply of lights had been agreed by Town Council.  However, install was for one year and tenders would be invited for 2019. 

The committee recognised that there would be cost implications for zig zag lights throughout the town centre, in addition to agreed supply of wall and column lights.  It was suggested that the theme remained the same in Town Centre, Oakley Way and West End. 
Health and Safety Committee recommended that:

1) Meeting was held with Mon CC representatives, in order to discuss specific issues of lamppost electrical circuits and regeneration to be addressed regarding future Christmas Light Switch on event in Caldicot Town Centre
2) 2019 Christmas trees lit traditionally (i.e. not vertical lights) 

3) 2019 supply to include zig zag lights – costs to be presented to Town Council  

4) 2019 tender for install, include testing of anchor points and replacement, where required and full certification

5) 2019 tender for install to include remote switch on  

4. To inspect wall of disabled Male toilets – Town Council building

The committee inspected the inside wall of the disabled male toilet cubicle.  It was noted that the male toilets did not appear to be suitably heated.   
It was suggested that inside wall treatment and additional heating could possibly alleviate the problem.  

Health and Safety Committee recommended that a tradesperson would be invited to inspect the area and make recommendations to address. 

5. Protective clothing – contractors   
A member highlighted that information should be obtained from the Dog Waste Bin collection contractor regarding the requirement for protective clothing.   

It was suggested that the Waste Awareness Officer could be approached regarding dog fouling education in schools, however, it was recognised that this could be difficult due to limited resources.  A member suggested that Caldicot Town Council purchase dog waste bags for distribution by Town Councillors into local schools.   
Health and Safety Committee recommended that:

1) Information requested from contractor regarding provisions in place for operatives protective clothing and disposal of waste
2) Information obtained from Waste Awareness officer regarding cost of Dog Waste bags for Town Council to purchase, for Town Council office and distribution by Councillors
6. To receive details of Scope Charity textile recycling banks     [Circ]
[b/f FTC 30.1.19 – TC requested further information regarding size of textile recycling banks in order to consider possibility of locating in Town Council grounds]
The committee received details of the Scope Charity clothing donation banks.  The banks were available in purple or black, size standard (1.52m wide x 1.9m high x 1.3m deep) or large (1.8m wide x 1.93m high x 1.8m deep).

The committee recognised that frequent collections would be made and there were no associated costs or contract. 

Health and Safety Committee recommended that: 

1) A standard size clothing donation bank colour purple (to coincide with Scope logo), be located in the Town Council grounds, opposite the building entrance next to the lamppost. 

2) Promotional statement and publicity following bank being located.   
7. Other – at Discretion of Chairperson

Cemetery Path 
The committee were presented with photographs showing exposed existing cemetery path, recently undertaken by contractor.  Work was commended and it was suggested that Town Council obtained quotes for a new path to be established in the remainder of the area. 
Health and Safety Committee recommended that quotations were obtained for a new path, which would continue from the exposed existing path to the boundary of the cemetery extension.
